Zurich Risk Engineering carried out a risk assessment of the Siegfried manufacturing sites in Zofingen (Switzerland) and Pennsville (USA).
The audit concentrated on loss potentials resulting from property damages, like fires or natural disasters, and business interruption.

The assessment was prepared and led by the Safety, Health and Environ-  Benchmark Chemical Fire Grading (by Zurich Risk Engineering Switzerland):
ment department and supported by the heads of the division actives, fi-
nance, manufacturing, supply chain, warehouses and engineering. The
one day audit included information exchange and document reviews to-
gether with a plant tour. The focus was the identification and assessment
of hazards, loss prevention and safety at the sites.
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The risks were assessed using the Zurich Grading methodology. This
means the grading of the FIRE risk level is based on more than 20 risk fac-
tors, including, process operation and design, material storage and distri-
bution, maintenance and protection systems. Designated and sprinkler-
equipped warehouses as well as the pipelined solvent delivery system,
clearly reduce the risk of a fire. The FIRE risk level is rated as excellent for
both sites.

Based on an incident scenario in a main manufacturing building, Zurich
assessed the impact of the business interruption. More than 10 factors
were evaluated and resulted also in a rating of excellent. The advantage
of alternative and validated cost centers allows Siegfried to move proc-
esses and products into other manufacturing buildings and even other
