The Siegfried Medal

The medal is for excellence in the field of chemical process devel-
opment. This gold medal and the prize money of CHF 10 000.—.
It goes to Dr. Chris Senanayake from Bohringer for his huge con-
tributions towards efficient processes in the pharmaceutical API
production. He is renown for the development of practical stereo-
selective syntheses and is a master of developing stereoselective
processes “on scale”.

Dr. Chris H. Senanayake completed his Ph.D. under the guidance
of Professor James H. Rigby at Wayne State University in 1987. In
1989, he started his industrial career at Dow Chemical Co, Merck
Process Research and Sepracor, Inc. before coming to Boehringer
Ingelheim Pharmaceuticals in 2002 where he is currently Vice Presi-
dent of Chemical Development.

Dr. Senanayake’s research inter-
ests focus on the development of
new asymmetric methods for the
synthesis of bioactive molecules
and heterocycles and on catalytic,
enzymatic, and mechanistic stud-
ies. He is renown for the develop-
ment of practical stereoselective
syntheses and is a master of de-
veloping stereoselective processes
“on scale”. Key advances in reagent design include chiral sulfox-
amines. Recently, advances in metathesis chemistry at Bl have lead
to processes with positive environmental impact (green chemistry).
This focus on selectivity and economy in chemical processes makes
Senanayake an expert in chemical process efficiency.
